0To the comprehension of development of how 
children produce text.

0To the study of the process of textual composition, 
recognizing childrenȭs own narratives as reference 
points.

0To the comprehension of the cognitive and social 
demands in the written composition of texts in a 
collaborative writing effort between peers.

0To the reflection on intersubjectivity with the use of 
the cultural artifacts and distributed authorship.



Method
0 Type of study
Study casesof co-writing of narrative texts; eachcaseis composed
of one pair of children that composenarratives in a collaborative
writing .

0 Participants
Eight children between 9.8 and 10.6 years old that, at the time,
were studying in fourth grade of a primary school in Cali ɀ
Colombia.

0 The construction of information:
1.Initial contextualization of the writing practices in the 

educational institution through two observations of the Spanish 
language and technology classes; interviews with the teachers of 
these courses; open conversations with the children; and a small 
questionnaire given to the parents.

2.Writing activity aimed at the construction of a storybook.



Writing Activity

ÅCo-writing of narratives in pairs
of children, using the Word
program and internet .

The children take up once again the narratives expressed
through multiple mediums and communication platforms,
such as the discourse that comes from different actors
that are a part of their school-going and family
experiences,to elaborate their digital texts and construct
productions they considermultimodal .

Writing Together

Writing with another brings new requirements and 
learning possibilities, among others, those linked with 
the recognition of points of view that are different and 
dissonant in the conversation, which can generate 
contradictions and conflicts between the writers when 
trying to co-write a text together in a learning and 
collaborative writing.

Some Closing Reflections…

0 The writing involves dialogic processes in which each child is, 
at the same time, writer and reader of a shared story in which 
neither his/her ideas nor that of the other child become 
concrete. A new product, emerging from the relationship 
between the two children, comes to light.

0 The computer as a mediating artifact triggers some particular 
forms of thought and interaction organization.

0 In the intersubjective processes, the production of new 
knowledge also depends on the release of meaning 
negotiations from the divergent aspects in the conversations 
between the interlocutors.  This dialogic game transforms the 
relationship between the subjects and each one individually, 
as new stages for the development of the children are opened.
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
